And something
that will really test your plants abilities is the much talked about spotting
swatch with five different stains that must be removed safely without
affecting the material or color. After you or your staff has successfully
completed these requirements you will have accumulated a grand total of
10 points. You need a total of 30 points to become an Award of Excellence
plant. Now you can start to see that this is not about just having another
sticker for your window. In order to get the rest of the points you need
what the program requires, some education and professionalism. Getting
your staff involved in the education process is a fast way to not only

accumulate points, but also see an improvement in the atmosphere and
perception of your operation.

Could I do the repairs myself? | chose
ascissor style Hoffman 42” Utility Press to replace an old 42” Forenta Fast Back. Even though a Forenta
would have been less costly, the Hoffman was all mechanical with no electronics. 1should be able to do all
the repairs myself by keeping a few air valves on hand. The Jupiter Pre-Filter System is a leap of faith. |
have heard many positive things about this pre-filter system. 1 just use filters on my old Detrex Drycleaning
machine and with the high price of filters and their removal, | am anxious to see if this system can reduce my
costs. If I can extend the life of the filters by just two months, that will pay for this pre-filter system.

After being re-energized by the Clean Show and three days off with just my wife, | came back to a hot plant
and employee problems. Every summer people quit because of the heat. Some days, | feel like quitting, too!
So I pulled out a book for motivation. | chose Wake Up the Winner Inside, written by a good friend of mine,
Karla Brandau. She writes,
